Day 1 - Arrive Auckland

Weekend excursions as follows: 
 
1. Kiwi 360:  In 1904, a humble school teacher planted the first ‘Chinese Gooseberry’ seeds in our 

rich NZ soil. The vines and the industry flourished beyond all expectations.  The Kiwifruit, as it was 
named, is now one of our country’s major exports, and the story of its success is a real testament 
to kiwi ingenuity. The Kiwifruit is a National icon – as New Zealand sheep or the All Blacks!  We 
take a cart ride around the farm to learn how kiwifruit is grown, picked and packed to send 
overseas. 

 
2. Jet Boat Ride:  Experience the thrill of travelling at great speeds over a 

fast flowing river on a jet Boat.  
 
3. Mount Tarawera:   We take a 4 WD to the top of this volcano. Experience 

walking down into the crater of a volcano which erupted 100 years ago. 
Run down the scree sides and take in the fantastic views of Lake Tarawera and the volcanic 
plateau. 

 
4. Boat Trip and guided walk to White Island Volcano:  We take a scenic boat trip into the Pacific 

and visit White Island; a living Volcano. Smell the sulphur and feel the heat as you walk amongst 
the hot stones. 

 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Day Trip to Rotorua 
Today we make our way to nearby Rotorua. We start with a visit to the Agrodome to see a live sheep 
shearing demonstration, working sheep dogs and maybe you can try milking a cow!   
 
We then visit Whakarewarewa Maori Thermal Village which is set amidst a landscape of erupting 
thermal springs and bubbling mud pools. Steeped in a rich heritage and offering glimpses into the 
past, the village upholds the traditions and culture of Tuhourangi/Ngati Wahiao, who have enjoyed 
sharing their history and way of life with visitors since the 1800s.  This is a great chance to experience 
the unique lifestyle of Maori people in a natural living village set amongst nature's geothermal forces. 
See food cooked in natural steam vents, taste the experience, view Mud Pools, Boiling water pools 
and enjoy a Cultural Performance.  
 
We then take a ride on the Skyline Gondola and a speedy ride down on the 
Luge! 

            
Weekend visit to Taupo via Wai o Tapu  
A short drive today with our first stop at Wai o Tapu wonderland before viewing 
the thunderous Huka Falls. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
               
 
 
We visit Wairakei Geothermal power station to learn how this power has been harnessed and we later 
see nature at its best when we view the opening of the Aratiatia Dam and watch the water fill up the 
gorge below you!  Tonight visit the Taupo Mineral Hot Pools where you can relax in the soothing 
waters. 
 
After a good nights sleep we walk down to the lake’s edge to find the hot water coming up from the 
ground. We then visit the Taupo volcanic Centre to learn about how Taupo was formed. 
 
 
Day Trip Waitomo Glow worm Caves 
  
Journey underground on a subterranean adventure through limestone 
chambers and passages. Be suspended in awe and silence, surrounded by 
cave decorations and a galaxy of tiny living lights found in the Waitomo Glow 
Worm Caves. As you glide quietly beneath the lights of thousands of glow 
worms, it is only the gentle sound of dripping water that reminds you that you 
are deep underground and not beneath a star filled sky.
