Day 1 Auckland

Day 4 Rotorua - Wellington

It's off to Wellington today via Taupo and Tongariro National Park. Our first stop is a visit to the thunderous Huka falls situated on the
beautiful Waikato River....

 

After lunch in Taupo we pass the three volcanoes, Mounts Ruapehu, Tongariro and Ngauruhoe and travel south to the capital city of
New Zealand Wellington. We visit Te Papa New Zealand's bold and innovative museum, where we can see the colossal squid,
experience an earthquake and see examples of many of New Zealand's native birds and mammals.

If this is not possible we will take a walk around Lake Matheson where we will get stunning views of
Aoraki Mt Cook .

From here we carry on and say "Kia ora Queenstown" known as the 'Adventure Capital' of New Zealand and home to the latest and
greatest adventure activities from bungy jumping and jet boating to whitewater rafting, river surfing and canyon swinging.
